Thesis Title Roles of Guardian in Promoting Islamic Studies Teaching and Learning

of Primary School Students in Satun

ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research are (1) to study the roles played by parents in
supporting the Islamic studies education of their children during elementary school period in
Satun Province, (2) to compare the level of their roles performances based on their gender,
relation with the elementary school pupils, ages, occupations, education, monthly salary, and their
hometown, and (3) to investigate the ways of the parents' support of the Islamic studies education
of their children in Satun Province. The samples used in the research include 392 parents of
elementary pupils in public schools offering Islamic studies subject in Satun province, and 10
experts. The researcher used questionnaire and interview as research tools for collecting the data.
The statistics applied are the percentage, average value, standard deviation value, and analysis of
one way variance in the statistical analysis.

The results of the research found that the roles played by parents in supporting
the Islamic studies education in the public schools in Satun Province is generally at medium level;
individually considering, it was found that the parents’ interest in following up their children’s
study report, encouraging and moralizing them is at fairly good level. Their role in educating their
own children, improving and creating the appropriate environment for Islamic studies education
is at medium level.

By comparison, based on the their gender, relation with the elementary school
learners, ages, occupations, education, and monthly salary, the parents’ roles in supporting the
Islamic studies in the public schools in Satun Province are not significantly different in terms of
statistical implication. But based on the parents’ different background of education and

hometown, the roles played by them are significantly different in terms of statistical implication



which is at .05 and .01 successively. The apparent difference is, however, found in their roles in
encouraging and moralizing their children.

Regarding the ways to promote the roles played by the parents in supporting the Islamic
studies education in the public schools in Satun Province, the study found that the schools should
organize a forum in form of workshops for the parents to attend integrated training programs on
Islamic teachings and benefit them. The religious administrative committees should join hand
with local administrative councils in organizing seminars to educate the parents and make aware
of the importance of contribution to Islamic studies. As far as mass media are concerned, the
Muslim TV and radio should organize and introduce various programs focusing on creation of

awareness and importance of Islamic studies in the parents’ mind.
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
