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ABSTRACT

This experimental research involves a two-group design and aims at
identifying the effects of eclectic group counseling (Rational emotive behavior
therapy, Behavioral approach and psychotherapy and Psychology education) and
remedial teaching on English achievement. The study was conducted with 46
students of Prince of Songkla University, Pattani campus, who failed English Il in the
first semester of academic year of 2015, and repeated the course in the academic
year, 2016. They were divided into two groups by using sample random sampling: 23
students for eclectic group counseling and 23 students in remedial teaching group.
The group for eclectic group counseling was then divided into two subgroups: 11
students and 12 students respectively. Students in each subgroup were assigned to
attend group counseling 14 times, each time for 1.5 hours. The research instrument
was eclectic group counseling program to enhance learning. On the other hand,
students in the remedial teaching group were asked to participate in the remedial
teaching program 14 times. The research instrument used for this group was a
remedial teaching plan. Paired sample t-test and independent t-test were used for
analyzing the data. The findings revealed a significant increase of students’English
competency by both approaches, at the level of .01. Moreover, there was no
significant difference in the achievements of students attending eclectic group

counseling and students in the remedial teaching group.

Many teachers feel that today’s students are considerably different from the
students in the past, and that students’ focus on academics is significantly lacking.
Teachers want students to focus on academics and make it their main priority;
however, students pursue a multitude of goals and often do not focus exclusively on
academics. On one hand, adolescents are concerned about getting an education,
and on the other, they value leisure time and social relationships. Simultaneously
pursuing multiple goals can lead to the goals conflicting with one another. During
times of conflict, a student prioritizes his or her goals and decides which goal to
pursue. The pursuit of any goal takes time, attention, and effort, but these resources
are often limited. The resources a person uses to pursue one goal are not available
to pursue the others. Thus, extracurricular interests, having fun, and social activities
can interfere with investment of resources in academics and can lead to motivational

conflicts.

Academic success is important because it is strongly linked to the positive
outcomes. The National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) reported that adults
with high levels of education were more likely to be employed and to earn higher

salaries. Academic success is also important because higher levels of education are
needed for the technolosgically demanding occupations of the future (Prensky, 2001,
2006 ). Some have speculated that the number of jobs requiring a college
education is expected to grow more than twice as fast as those not requiring a
college education over the next ten to twenty years (Fleetwood & Shelley, 2000;
Rentner & Kober, 2 0 O 1 ). Research has also revealed a decline in academic

performance, self-perception or self-concept, academic motivation and self-

regulation as students move thorough school.
