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ABSTRACT

The night time survey on marine resources in 10 kilometers inshore arca of
Songkhla province was conducted by small otterboard trawler (boat length 10 m) with 22,22
millimeters of codend mesh size. The 120 survey hauls were conducted during
March-September 1999 in 0-3, 3-5 and 5-10 km areas from shoreline. The highest catch rate
was 28.821 kg/hr in 0-3 km while the catch rate in 3-5 km and 5-10 km areas from shoreline
were 25.512 kg/hr and 18.539 kg/hr, respectively. The average catch rate was 23.580 kg/hr,
which was composed of shrimps 4.772 kg/hr (20.24 %), demersal fish 4.671 kg/hr (19.81 %),
cephalopods 1.258 kg/hr (5.33 %), pelagic fish 0.432 kg/hr (1.83 %), miscellaneous species
0.289 kg/hr (1.23 %), crabs 0.162 kg/hr (0.6% %) and trash fish 11.996 kg/hr (50.87 %). The
average catch rate of demersal fish, pelagic fish, cephalopod and miscellanecus species were
non-significantly difference among areas (p>0.05) while the average catch rate of shrimps,
crabs and trash fish was significant (p<0.05). The measured lengths of fish were smaller than
size at first mature and slightly different of length.
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
