Abstract

The purpose of this research was to investigate the relationships between stress
related to the perception about patient's health status and marital relation, and coping
behaviors of the spouse of cancer patient receiving Chemotheraby. The sample was
composed of 50 spouses of cancer patients receiving chemotherapy who were treated
at Songklanagarind Hospital. Data was collected by four sets of questionaires :
Demographic data, Spouses’ Stress related to The Perception about Patient’s Health
Status Questionaire, Dyad Adjustment Scale and Ways of Coping Questionaire.
The reliability of questionaires was established by using Cronbach alpha coefficient.
The reliability value obtained for Spouses' Stress related to The Perception about
Patient's Health Status Questionaire was 0.96, the Dyad Adjustment Scale was 0.86 and
the Ways of Coping Questionaire was 0.84. Statistics used for data analysis were
freguency, percentage, mean, standlard deviation and Pearson’s product moment
correlation coefficient. The results revealed that :

1. Spouses’ stress related to th_e perception about patient’s health status was low
(X = 1.89, SD. = 0.83, possible range = 0-5). For each subscale of spouses’ stress
related to the perception about physical and psychosocial patient's health status, the
scores were also low. (X = 1.93, SD. = 0.97; X = 1.83, SD. = 0.98, respectively)

2. Total score of marital relation and each subscale of marital relation regarding

dyadic consensus, dyadic satisfaction and expression of affection were high (X = 2.99,

SD.0.44; X = 3.33, SD. = 0.52; X = 3.05, SD. = 0.60 and X = 2.64, SD. = 0.83, possible
range = 0-4, respectively), but the dyadic cohesion subscale was rated as moderate.

3. Among coping strategies used by spouses of cancer patients receiving
chemotherapy : planful problem - solving and seeking social support were mostly used
(X = 2.41, SD. = 0.65; X = 2.28, SD. = 0.58, respectively), whereas, escape - avoidance
was used least. (X = 1.43, SD. = 0.42)

4. Spouses’ stress related to the perception about patient’s health status was not
significantly correlated with marital relation. (r = 0.01, p > .05)

5. There was a significantly positive correlation between spouses’ stress related
to the perception about patient's health status and confrontive coping strategy. (r = 0.29,

p < .05) , but there was not significant correlation with the other strategies.( p >.05)
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
