Thesis Title Needs and Responses to Needs of Family Members of Patients Undergoing
Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation: A Case Study in Songklanagarind Hospital

ABSTRACT

The purposes of this descriptive research were to describe and to compare needs and
responses to needs of family members of patients undergoing cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR).
Purposive sampling technique was adopted. Sixty-three families of patients undergoing CPR during
hospitalization at Songklanagarind Hospital who were willing to participate were selected. Data were
collected using questionnaires covering demographic variables, needs and responses to needs of family
members of patients. The results by Cronbach’s alpha reliability of the needs and responses to needs
questionnaires were 0.81 and 0.93 respectively. The data were analyzed using percentage, mean,
standard deviation and the Wilcoxon signed-rank test.

The results of the study revealed that

1. The mean score of needs was at a high level. The highest needs was for information
while emotional needs, spiritual needs and physical needs were progressively lower.

2. The mean score of responses to needs was at a moderate level. The highest
responses to needs was that to information needs while responses to spiritual needs, emotional needs
and physical needs were progressively lower.

3. Comparisons of the mean score of needs and receipts as a whole and in each part
showed that needs were higher than responses to needs.

The findings provide directions and suggestions on improvement of the quality of
nursing care of families of patients during CPR, in order to support them to have positive adaptation to

the life-threatening situation.
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
