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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate
the effects of cooperativél learning group on English
language achievement of Prathomsuksa five students.
Learning groups were of two types : cooperative learning
grcup and traditional learning group. The samples were
64 Prathomsuksa five students in the first semester of
academic year 1998, from Chumchonbanpadang school under
the Office of Sadao District Primary Education in
Songkhla province. The students were randomly assigned
into two experimental and control groups, 32 students in
each. The instruments for the research consisted of ten
lesson plans for cooperative learning method group; ten
lesson plans for traditional learning group and a
40-item, academic achievement test of English language,
with a reliability of .85. Three days prioir Lo the
experiment, a pretest of academic achievement of English

language was administered. In the experiments, each



experimental group was treated in ten 60-minute sessions
on ten days. After the completion of the experiments, on
the next day academic achievement test of English language.
The scores obtained were analyzed using : arithmetic mean,
standard deviation and t-test

The findings were as follows :

1. The students treated with the cooperative
learning group scored in the posttest higher on English
language achievement than those scored in the pretest at
the .05 level of significance.

2. The students treated with the traditionai
learning group scored in the posttest higher on English
language achievement than those scored in the pretest at
the .05 level of significance.

3. The students treated with the cooperative
learning group scored higher on English language
achievement than those treated with the traditional

learning group at the .05 level of significance.
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
