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Effect of Pronunciation Practice by Phonetics on Pronouncing

and Spelling of Prathomsuksa II Students

with Malay Dialect as Mother Tongue
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Abstract

This research was intended to study the effects
of pronunciation practice by phonetics on pronouncing
and spelliné of Prathomsuksa II students with Malay dialect
as mother tongue. The samples in this experimental study
were 120 Prathomsuksa II students from schools under the
office of the Thung Yang Daeng District Primary Education,
Pattani Province in the academic year 1993. The instruments
comprised a pronunciation test, a spelling test and
pronunciation lesson plans, The experimental grcup were
treated with pronunciation lesson plans. The controled
group were treated by normal lesson plans. Immediately
following the experiment, all subjects were asked to do
the pronunciation test and spelling test. Scores obtained
from the test were analyzed by the methods of t-test and
Pearson Product Moment Correlation.

The results were as follows

1. The subjects who practiced by phonetics and
normal lesson had significantly different in the ability

to pronounce the words at the .0l level.
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2. The subjects who practiced by phonetics had
significantly better spelling ability than those who
practiced by normal lesson at the .01 level.

3. There was a correlation between the ability of

word pronouncing and spelling at the .0l level.
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
