Abstract

This research was aimed (1) to investigate the level of moral support
of primary school student from homes, temples and schools in 4 areas !
educational support , role model behévior, teaching and inspiration; (2) to
compare the level of moral support from homes of whose parents with different
occupations, (3)'to compare the level of moral support from temples with
different locations; and (4) to compare the level of moral support from schools
with different locations. The samples under the study were 399 students’
parents, 196 abbot in Changwat Songkhla and 219 headmaster under the
Office of Songkhla Provincial Primary Education. The research ihstrument was a
rating scale questionnaire. Data were analyzed using frequency distribution,
percentage, t-test and F-test. The finding were the following:

1. Homes

1.1 The moral support from the homes in educational support was
at a moderate level while that in role model behavior, teaching and inspiration
were all at a high level

1.2 The comparison results of the moral support from hqmes of
whose parents with different occupations revealed that the overall moral support
and the individual ones were of significant difference at .05 level.

2. Temples

2.1 The moral support from the temples in educational support,
role model behavior, teaching and inspiration were all at a high level.

2.2 The comparison results of the moral support from the temples

with different locations revealed that the overall moral support and the individual
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ones were of significant difference at .05 level. That is, role model behavior,
teaching and inspiration were significantly difference but educational support
was not
3. Schools

3.1 The moral support from the schools in educational support
was at a moderate level while that in role model behavior, teaching and
inspiration were all at a high level

3.2 The comparison resujts of the moral support from the schools
with different locations revealed that the overall moral support and the individual

ones were not of significant difference at .05 level.
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
