 Abstract

This research is intended (1) to investigate the
application of process skills to the teaching of life-experiences
by Prahhonsuksi VI teachers, and (2) to gather probleas and
suggestions pertaining to improvement of the application of those
process skills in four areas; manely, teaching preparation,
organization of teaching and,learning activities, use of teaching
aids and equipment, and measurement and evaluation of teaching.

The population of_thisystudy consists of thirteen
teachers of life-experiences invPrathOlsuksa VI of the 1994
acadenié yeaf. All of them are teachers in curriculﬁl development
pilot schools under the supervision of the Nationél Office bf

Primary Educatibn in Educational Region III. In collecting
; the data, a teaching-observation forn,'the.reliability of which
is 0.84, and ﬁn.interview fora ﬁre used. Percentage is used in

data analysis.
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The research findings are as follows:

1. Wwhen the application of each step ofrthe process
Skills is considered, it is found thatiin the teachihg of
life-experiences, the majority of Prathomsuksa VI teadhers;
or 96.08 %, elpldy step 1 "reglization of the broblens and
needs,” andlstep 2 "critical aﬁd #nalytical thinking" while
only 27.45 % of the teachers employ step 4 "evaluation and
alternaﬁive-tﬁking.” It is also found tﬁah_thevlajority of
the ;eachers, or 86.27 %, cannot employ all nine steps of
the process skills in one teaéhing sessidn. However, after
- one sub-unit within the main unit of study specified~in‘
the school curriculum has,been covered, the lajority of
the beachefs, or 61.54 x; are able to enpldy all nine‘steps
of the process skills in their teaching of that sub-unit.

2. The problems of the teachers teéchingvlife-
- experiences. include the following: the teachers do not have
enough time to prepare thei? teaching; the materials
distributed by the Department of Educational Techniques
are vague and insufficient; the teachers lack skills in
applying the process skills to their teaching, whiéh would
otherwise enable the students to think, do task assignaments
and solve probleas; the leésons cannot be covered within
" the periods of tineksppcified in the curriculul; teaching
aids and educational equipment are insufficient and many
are damaged; the schools lack budget to get educational

equipment. supplied; there are no standard measurement tools;
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and the teachers lack knowledge of measurement and evaluation.

The respondents have suggested that a workshop on preparation
of lesson plans eaphasizing the application of ﬁhe process
skills be organized, that a co-production of teaching aids

ising materials available from the community be encouraged

among groups of schools, and that standard tools for neésurenent

and evaluation emphasizing the application of the process

skills be constructed.
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
