This research was intended (1) to in\)estigate the utilization of local resources and its |
problems in teaching work-oriented experience area in Prathomsuksa Five classes in Chmg&at
Nakhon Si Thammarat in light of four categories: personnel, natural, artifact and socialresou‘r;:es:
(2) to compare the utilization of local resourceé and its problems in teaching the said area among
teachers of different teaching experience in such an area, sub-areas or branches of teaching , and
school size.

The samples were 789 Prathomsuksa Five teachers drawn from primary schools in
Changwat Nakhon Si Thammarat in the academic year 1996. The research instruments

comprised a checklist, open-ended questionnaire, and 6-point rating scale questionnaire on

separate areas of the local resources utilization in teaching , with reliability coefficient ranging
frdm 0.7376 to .8697 ,with 0.8997 reliability coefficient on the entire utilization-item
questionnaire; as for the problems of local resources utilization in teaching area, each of whose
reliability coefficient ranged from 0.6944 to 0.8758 whereas the utilization of local resources in
teaching on the entire problem-item questionnaire was of 0.9341 reliability coefficient. Data were
analyzed by using percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation,  F-test and content analysis.

The findings were the follows: |

1. The overall utilization of local resources in teaching work-oriented experience area in

Prathomsuksa Five classes was at a moderate level; when each category of local resources was



separately considered, it was found that the utilization of personnel resources was at a low level
whereas that of artifacts and social resources was at a moderate level. '

2. The overall utilization of local resources and that of each category in teaching work-
oriented experience area in Prathomsuksa Five classes was at a moderate level.

3. For the teachers of different teaching experiences, it was found that the overall
utilization of local resources and that of personnel resources in teaching work-oriented experience
area among those with under 5 years of teaching were significantly lower than those with 5-10
years and over 10 years of teaching at .01 level. Further, the utilization of artifact resources in
teaching work-oriented experience area among those with under 5 years of teaching were
significantly lower than those with 5-10 years and over 10 years of teaching at .05 level.
Moreover, the utilization of natural resources in teaching work-oriented experience area among
those with under 5 years of teaching were significantly lower than those with over 10 years of
" teaching at .01 level.

4. For the teachers of differeqgf sub-areas or branches of teaching, there was no difference
in the overall utilization and its separate categories of local resources in teaching at .05 level.

5. For the teachers working in different school sizes, there was no difference in the
overall utilization and its separate categories of local resources in teaching at .05 level.

6. For the teachers of different teaching experiences, there was no difference in the
- overall utilization problems and their separate categories of local resources in teaching at .05
level.

7. For the teachers of different sub-areas or branches of teaching, there was no difference
in the overall utilization problems and their separate categories of local resources in teaching at
05 level.

8. For the teachers working in different school sizes, it was found that the overall
utilization problems and their separate categories of local resources in teaching among those
working in a medium-size school were significantly lower than that among those working in a

small-size school.
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9. The problems encountered by teachers in teaching work-oriented experience area
-include the following: There were a lack of equipment, materiais and aids in practical t;'aining, a
lack of budget allocated to support instructional activities, and also a lack of specific space or
. laboratory for such activities.

| 10. Suggestions made by teachers for improvement of local resources utilization in
teaching included the following: Some training sessions should provided for those who are in
charge of teaching work-oriented experience area; more budget should be allocated to support
instructional activities, and some adequate purchase of appropriate equipment, materials and

utensils.
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
