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Abstract

This study was intended to investigate the impact of industry upon
the family system with focus on its functions in favor of reproduction, child-rearing
pattern and affectionate surroundings among the family members by
concentrating on the relationship between independent and dependent
variables. The former consists of family average income, the percentage of
the family work forces employed in the industrial factories and the formal
organizations while the latter consists of reproduction, child-rearing pattern
and affectionate surroundings among the family members, Added to this is
the only controlled variable, namely, the marriage period.

The sampling subjects taken for the study were a number of 400
families married into family life during 1961-1966, residing at the villages of
Namkrachai and Borakam, Tamboon Pawong, Amphoe Muang, Changwat
Songkhla. The tools used for the data collection were of two forms. The first
consisted of observation and interview format concerning with the family
functions in the past. The second was a set of questionnaries consisting of 3
parts, namely, the first dealing with the informant’s general information; the
second, the family functions; and the third, the impringing of industrialization
upon the family system. The collected data were analysed by means of
SPSS/PCC+program to find out the percentage and the relationship between
variables. Added to this point is the testing of hypothesis by using Chi-square
technique.

The findings were as follows.

1. The more industrialized the society as sampled in the aforementioned
villages has been, the less likely has become the familial function in terms of
the child-rearing pattern performed by the families in a highly industrialized
setting during 1982-1990, as analysed and indicated by the second, fifth and
eighth subhypotheses respectively.
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2. The more industrialized the society has been, the less likely has
become the familial function in terms of reproduction performed by the
families in a highly industrialized setting whose family average income was
high within that period, as analysed and indicated by the first subhypothesis.

3. The more industrialized the society has been, the less likely has
become the familial function in terms of the affectionate surroundings among
the family members performed by the families in a highly industrialized setting
whose family average income was low and high within that period, as analysed
and indicated by the third subhypothesis.
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
