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Abstract

This research aims to study post retirement adaptation of members of the Elder Club in
Pattani between 1986 and 2002. The 139 subjects drawn by simple random sampling with the
use of questionnaires and physical check up records together with observation are retired
govémmcnt officials who are members of the club since 1986-2002. Statistics employed are
fréquency, percentage, mean and Chi-Square.,

The research finds that most of the subjects are 61-65 years old, married and Buddhists
with the educational levels below Bachelor degree. Most of them are family leaders. They live
on pension without supplementary income and grow plants as a hobby. The analysis of the
relation between direct stimulus and co-stimulus and adaptation behavior levels discovers that

1. Sex, family types and pre-retirement position are related to adaptation
behavior in interdependence at the significant level of .05.

2. Post-retirement income is related to three aspects of adaptation behavior levels:
physiology and responsibility and interdependence at the significant level of .03.

3. Post-retirement periods of time are related to two aspects of adaptation behavior
levels: physiology and interdependence at the significant level of .05.

4. No relation is found between physical need, stability and security need, social need
and soctal acceptance need and four aspects of adaptation behavior levels at the significant level

of .05.
