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Abstract -

This research was intended to investigate the state, problems and suggestion for
development of academic administration in southern Boromarajonani Nursing Colleges under the
Ministry of Public Health. The subjects were 84 samples from 1) the administrators, who were
directors, Deputy-Directors for Academic Affairs and department heads, 2) teachers, and
3) students from Boromarajonani Nursing Colleges in Trang, Suratthani, Songkhla, Nakhon $i
Thammarat, Yala and Narathiwat. The research instrument was a structured interview schedule
about the state, problems and suggestion for development of the academic administration in
these southern Boromarajonani Nursing Colleges.

The findings were as follows:

1. The overall state of academic administration of the southern Boromarajonani Nursing

Colleges was that all 6 colleges offered a bachelor's degree in nursing and a diploma in nursing
(Two-year program). The instruction was student-centered utilizing various methods of teaching in

both content and practicum courses, as well as using guest lecturers. The instructional media and
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library sewice; were provided and there were many ways of information retrieval such as that by
computers. For instructional evaluation, the standard criteria were stated in the evaluation guideline
manual. For internal supervision, there was an orientation for new staff and the department heads
supervised their departments’ staff. As for staff devglopmenz, there was a plan to send each teacher
to attend training or semina.rs at least once or twice a year. It was expected that teachers would be

able to study further every year.

2. The general problems in the academic administration of these colleges were that
some subjects in the curriculum were overlapping. The teaching was more content-oriented than
concept-oriented and was mostly done by lecturing. Because of their workload, the teachers
could not prepare lesson plans. The instructional media service was not available and the library
service was unsystematic. Moreover, English textbooks were scarce and some were very old. As
for instructional evaluation, some tests were not analyzed and the grade report was late. For
internal supervision, the new staff was inadequately supervised because the supervisors were busy
and some of them were so strict that they could not help the staff to understand. For staff
development, some teachers were too busy with their responsibilities that they were unable to
produce their own academic works. Some of them attended meetings so often that there was a
lack of practicum supervisors.

3. Suggestion f or the development of academic administration, all the southern nursing
colleges(SC-Net) should together plan student-centered lessons by using authentic situations,
integrative contents, and community learning to make them applicable. Each college should have

a should be easily and systematically accessible and available for teachers and students.
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There should be more English books, textbooks or journals. For instructional evaluation, all tests
should be analyzed and a standard test bank should be established. As for internal supervision,

the supervisors should be understanding. Finally, the staff development should be done widely

and fairly for more teachers were able to serve as supervisors.
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
