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ABSTRACT

This research was intended (1) to investigate the extent of
the administrative problems of boy-scout and girl-guide curriculum of
primary schools in Educational Region II; (2) to compare the views
of primary school administrators and teachers on administrative
problems of such curriculum; (3) to compare the views of primary
school administrators with differences in gender, work experience,
educational attainment, and boy-scout class certificates; (4) to
compare the views of primary school teachers with differences in
gender, work experience, educational attainment, and boy-scout badger-
holding; (5) to gather all issues of ;dministrative problems of and
suggestions for boy-scout and girl-guide curriculum.

The samples under study wer 63 administrators and 325 teachers
in primary schools in Educational Region II. The instrument for the
data collection was a questionnaire, constructed by the researcher,
comprising three parts: part one was a checklist on the respondents'
background information; part two consisted of a 63-item, rating-scale
questionnaire covering administrative problems of boy-scout and
girl-guide curriculum in these eight areas: (i) school administrators,
(ii) school teachers, (iii) instruction, (iv) pupils, (v) teaching

aids, (vi) supervision, (vii) policy, and (viii) budget; and part three
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was an open-ended question on problem issues of and suggestions for
boy-scout and girl-guide curriculum in primary schools. Statistics
on percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test
were employed in data analysis. Also used was the Scheffe' method
for the multiple variable comparison,

Research results indicated that:

1. The school administrators and teachers had an overall view
on administrative problems of boy-scout and éirl—guide curriculum at
a moderate level., Both the school administrators and teachers all
agreed that problems on budget were the most severe ones; next came
the problems on peolicy and supervision.

3. There was no significant difference in the overall views
of administrative problems of boy-scout and girl-guide curriculum
between the school administrators and teachers. However, it was
agreed by all the subjects that the most severe problems were on the
budget, and next came the problems on policy and supervision.

3. The overall views on administrative problems of boy-scout
and girl-guide curriculum were not significantly found among the
school administrators with differences in gender, job position, work
experience, educational attainment, and boy-scout badger-holding.
However, when each area of administrative problems was separately
considered, the school administrators with different job position
viewed the supervisory problems differently at the .05 level.

4. The overall views on administrative problems of boy-scout
and girl-guide curriculum were not significantly found among the

school teachers with difference in gender, work experience, educational
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attainment, and boy-scout badger-holding. However, when each area
of administrative problems was separately considered, the school
teachers with different work experience viewed the supervisory
problems differently at the .05 level.

A few issues concerning the administrative problems of boy-
scout and girl-guide curriculum were reported by the subjects.
For instance, the problems on budget, supervision and teachers were
viewed as the major ones. As a guideline to help cope with or solve
such existing problems, these were suggestions given by the respondents:
the Office of Primary Education at the district and provincial levels
should be giveﬁ the authority in budget allocation in order to
financially support the boy-scout and girl-guide curriculum
according to the head counts. Supervisory activities and follow-ups
of boy-scout and girl-guide programs should be strongly implemented;
inservice training of boy-scout badger-holding should be encouraged

and required for all school teachers.
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
