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Abstract

This research had three objectives : 1) to investigate the roles of Buddhist

monks in youth development through the education and training Program at Sunday

- Buddhist Centre, Region 16. Six aspects of instruction were investigated : lesson
planning, instructional activities, media utilization, evaluation, extracurricular activities,

- and role-modeling, 2) to compare the roles of the Buddhist monks whose backgrounds

" in the Dhamma-study program , the Pali-study program , and modern education , as
- well as experiences were varied , 3) to gather problems and suggestions concerning

youth development of the Buddhist monks in this Centre.

The population taken for the study were 142 Buddhist monks working in youth

development by providing education and training at Sunday Buddhist Centre, Region 16,
7‘during 1997. The stratified random sampling was used to get 105 samples. The
* instrument for data collection was a five-level rating-scale of which the reliability was
1776 for_ lesson planning, .8089 for instructional activities, .8439 for media utilization,
6847 for extracurricular activities, and .9010 for role - modeling. The statistical analysis
of the data was performed by percentages, arithmetic means, standard deviations, and
F-test. When the significant contrast between the means was found, it was tested by
e Scheffe method of multiple comparisons.
 The findings were as follows :
- 1. The roles of the Buddhist monks in youth development through the
education and training Program at Sunday Buddhist Centre, Region 16, were in the
. moderate level.
| 2. The roles in youth development of the Buddhist monks with varied
ackgrounds in the Dhamma-study program were significantly different at .05. The

onks whose educational background was the tertiary religious study showed higher



level of their roles in youth development than those who attained the priméry or
secondary Dhamma-study. | |

3. The roles of the monks with different backgrounds' in the Pali - study
program were not significantly different.

4. The monks whose backgrounds in modern educatlon were vaned were not

g%gmﬁcant y different in their roles in youth development

6. The roles in youth development of the monks. who were different in

experiences were significant at .05. The monks with over 10 years of experiences, as

well as those with 5 -10 years of experienceé showed higher roles in yduth development
than those with less than 5 years of experiences. ‘

6. The problems in youth development of the Buddhist monks were about the

- “lack of learning resources , background knowledge , insfructional media and operational

budget; an overload on responsible tasks and course contents; and a limited time for

g vt'éaching.

7. The suggestions collected were that the Department of Religious Affairs or

o ~~any responsible offices should provide instructional materials and media for the Centre.

~The time for instruction and the financial budget should be increased. Moreover, the

Repartment should provide training and seminars for the monks.
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
