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ABSTRACT

This research was intended to : (1) investigate the process
evaluation of the Educational Project for Rural Development (EPRD)
in Changwat Pattani; (2) compare the extents of Lhe EPRD process
evaluation as viewed by the school administrabors and the teachers
in charge of the EPRD; (3) compare bLhe process evaluation of the
EPRD among schools under three grades of accelerated development
villages: Grades 1, 2 and 3; (4) compare the extents of the EPRD
process evaluation as viewed Lhe school administrators and teachers
under which their schools were located in the accelerated development
villagea of Grades 1, 2, and 35 and (5) gather together information
on issues, problems of the EPRD and recommendations for the improvement
of the EPRD. Following Daniel L. Stufflebeam’s CIPP Hodel, this
research as an evaluation research only focused on the process
evaluabion stages by using the absolute eriteria. The instrument for
the data collection was a 5-point, rating scale questionnaire covering
Lhe respendents’ evaluative views on the six phases of the EPRD process
comprising meeting of the concerned parties, survey and data analysis,
project planning, project implementation, control and follow-up,
evaluation and reports, and also the open-ended questions regarding

problems and recommendations for the improvement of Lhe project’s
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wvhole process were included. The data were collected by the researcher
From 122 subjects who were, at the time of adoministering the
questionnaire, the scheol administrators and the teachers in charge

of the EPRD in Changwal Pattani. The data were then analyzed for

the statistic of percentage, population mean (g}, and standard.
deviation (&),

The research results wvere as follows:

1. The overall process of Lhe EPRD in Changwal Pabbtani was
at & moderate level: so was each phase of Lhe EPRD process.

2. The school administrators viewed the EPRD process in their
schools higher than the teachers in charge of the EPRD in their
respective schools.

3. The schools located in the acecelerated development villages
of Grade 3 were viewed higher than those in that of Grades 2 and 1,
and subsequently the schools located in the accelerated development
villages of Grade 2 were also viewed higher than those in that of
Grade 1.

4. Both school administrators and teachers whose schools
located in the accelerated development villages of Grade 3 viewed the
EPRD process in their schools higher than those whose achools located
in that of Grades 2 and 1, and subsequently the school administrators
and Leachers whose schools located in the accelerated development
villages of Grade 2 also did view Lhe EPRD process in their schools
higher than those in that of Grade 1.

5. A number of issues and problems on the EPRD were
identified as follows: the budget for the proiect operation was
insufficient; most teachers in charge of the project did not spend
Lhe Lime sufficiently enough in the project operations and also

lacked the knowledge concerning vocational services to the people;
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people did not fully understand the principles and objectives of the
existing projects and were not interested in what provided for by the
schools; Lhere was a lack of real supports from government agencies
concerned. In order to have the problems solved and to improve Lhe
EPRD operations, such recommendations were made by the respondents:
gupporting budgets should be sufficiently allocated until the schools
could independently accommodate the projects; there should be workshops
and seminars on vocational services for the teachers in charge of the
projects providing for to the people; the people should be truly
informed of the principles and objectives of the EPRD: the successful
EPRD operations should be modelled on and accepted by the community;
pupils and students should be encouraged to play an important reole in
expanding the EPRD operations to Lhe community, and the close

coordinations and cooperations among agencies concerned should be

strongly encouraged.
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
