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Abstract

The purpose of this study was generally to investigate the effectiveness of an
anti-smoking campaign at Pattani technical college, with the specific purposes notably
(1) To investigate the volunteer students’ assignment after training of anti-smoking
campaign. (2) To examine the effects after the volunteer students’ assignment which
could make the students in Pattani technical college change the tobacco knowledge,
attitude to no smoking and behavior in smoking. The sample to study was the students in
Pattani technical collegﬁe consisting of two groups as follows: (1) A sample of 50 students
who voluntarily applied for anti-smoking campaign training was, by quota sampling,
randomized from the five class-rooms by 10 students each, based on the first come first
serve rule. (2) The other sample of 150 students who was follow students in Pattani
technical college received the tobacco knowledge, smoking health hazard and disadvantage
disseminated by the volunteer students who named them by a ratio of 1 to 3, with
purposive sampling technique. While the instrument for investigation consisted of the a.rm-
smoking campaign training plan; evaluation of volunteer students' assignment checking
lists; students’ tobacco knowledge test, students’ atttitude to no smoking questionnaires,
and behavior in smoking. questionnaires. Furthermore, in data analysis, frequency,

percentage, and t-test of paired sample were computed by SPSS/ o
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As a result; the study indicated that:

1. After anti-smoking campaign training all the 50 volunteer students
disseminated the tobacco knowledge. 70 percent of the volunteers gave it to their parents,
96 percent to friends. By recieving a good response, the 49 volunteers spoke about the
tobacco smoking health hazard, 51 percent warned their parents, 93.9 percent their friends.
Only 19 volunteers put stickers warning tobacco smoking at home and in Pattani technical
college, 52.6 percent in Pattani vocational college, and 57.S percent on bus stop. The other
48 volunteers distributed anti-tobacco smoking materials, 89.1 percent gave it to their
parents and all to their friends. In addition to anti - smoking campaign, all the 50
volunteers campaigned in anti-smoking program, 50 percent made anti-smoking posters,
94 percent help organize the campaign.

2. After the volunteers' assignment, 32.7 percent of the students in Pattan
technical college had the tobacco knowlege at a good level, 87.3 percent at medium level.
Also 19.4 percent of the students had the attitude to no smoking at a good level. 56
percent at almost good level, 19.3 percent at medium level. Consequently, 44 percent of
the students quitted smoking, 54 7 percent rarely smoked. Then, the students in Pattani
technical college after the volunteers' assignment had the tobacco knowledge and the
attitude to no smoking better than before the assignment significantly at .01 level. Also the
behavior in smoking by the students in Pattani technical college after the volunteers'

assignment was significantly lower than before the assignment at .01 level
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
