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Ab=stract.

The purpcses of this research were : 1) to
investigate the people participation in crime prevention
taken by individuals and families, the commmnity at large
and people cooperation with the police officers in Amphoe
Muang, Changwat Pattani; 2) to investigate factors related
to people participation in terms of educational attainment,
length of residency, employment, participation in the
community activities, misforturne from crime, and satisfaction
with police performance; 3) to study characteristics of crime
incidents in the commmnity; 4) to study the causes of crimes;
and 5) to gather suggestions for suitable means of crime
prevention and correction,

Through a stratified random sampling method, the
subjects were drawn form each of the 390 households, whose
ages ranging from 15 years to 75 years, in Amphoe Muang,
Changwat Pattani. The instrument for data collection was
questionnaire comprising three parts : part ore was the
respondents’ background information, part two was a
questionnaire on crime prevention, and part three were

questions concerning opinions and suggestions for crime



prevention and correction. Data obtained were analyzed using
percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test, and
F-test. '

The results revealed that :

1. The most conmon measures for erime prevention
taken by individuals in Amphoe Muang, Changwat Pattani in
descerding order were as follows : Regular fastening of the
house doors with padlocks, keeping their valuable belongings
under concealment, regular maintaining of the house doors
and windows, asking favors from reighbors to watch the
‘houses for them while being out, heeding the family members’
warnings of criminals’ tricks and being beware of the
strangers, and the last measure for crime prevention was the
installing the house/room with the burglary-alarm system.

2. There was no significant difference in pecple
participation of the conmnity at large, nor in people
cooperation with police officers between the sub jects with
varying educational attainment, length of residency,
employment, participation in the commnity activities,
misforture from crime, and satisfaction with police
performance.,

3. The subjects viewed that the crime incidents in
the comunity were in descending order accounted for in five
categories : pilfering, body assault, sexual of fense,
snatching other’s personal effects ard dodging, and comitting
a robbery.

4. The subjects viewed that the misfortunes of crime
taken place in the commnity were caused by various factors :
the most obvious ones rarking in the first five included
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secret. congregations of the teensgers, free trading of
alcoholic drinks and drugs, proliferation of night
entertaining spots, gambling houses, and prostitution.

5. The subjects viewed that the measures for crime
prevention were many, Of all suggested by the subjects,
the first five common ones in descending order were the
organizing of the watchman groups in the community, banning
of the ganmbling houses, banning of trading ard carrying of
personal arms in the comunity, el iminating the uremployment
prablems, and encouraging local people to be more educated
in all forms of education.
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
