(1) The level of the participation in the CD project operations,
jitiating, and decision-making was of a medium level whereas the
:;ldw-up and evaluation activity was of a low level.

: (2) The male subjects participated more in the CD activities
i’hﬂh the female counterparts at the 0.01 1level of significance.

| subjects with educational attainment of Pratoms 4-6 and higher
rticipated more in the CD activities than those with that under
atom 4 at the 0.01 level of significance. However, there was no
ignificance difference in the level of the CD activities between those
th Pratoms 4-6 education and that above Pratom 6. The subjects with
ponthly income of over Bht.5,000 and Bht.3,000-5,000 participated
re in the CD activities than those with under Bht.3,000 income at the
level of significance while there was no statistical difference

evel of sigﬁificance. The subjects being a leader and/or an ex-leader
-the community participated more in the CD activities than those
thout such a status at the 0.01 level of significance. The subjects
“high CD knowledge participated more in the CD activities than
ose with medium and low CD knowledge at the 0.01 level of significance.
e subjects with high acquaintances with the field officials from
principal ministries participated more in the CD activities than
fhiose with medium _and low acquaintances with field officials at the
01 level of s\ignificanvce\. However, there was no statistical difference
. the participatory level of the CD activities among those with
[ferent age, family size, and length of residence.

(3) It was suggested that rural people be encouraged to
icipate more in all aspects of the CD activities; namely,
itiating, deciéionémaking, bperations, and follow-up and evaluation.
thennoré, in all CD activities should the followings be focused and
asized: more CD knowledge provision, family incomé supplementation,
oup power support, and building up better rapports and acquaintances
{th CD practitioners.
