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Abstract

This research is intended (1) to compare the levels of kindness and justice of the
students who have been taught by the Group Dynamics teaching method and of those who
have been taught by the normal teaching method, (2) to compare the students’ levels of
kindness and justice, before and after the Group Dynamics teaching method has been used,
and (3) to compare the students’ levels of kindness and justice, before and after the normal
teaching-method has been used. The subjects of this study are 60 Mattayomsuksa One
students of Pa Phayom Phitthayakhom School in Changwat Phattalung. The research
instruments used are a rating scale questionnaire on kindness, the reliability of which is 0.73. a
Group Dynamics lesson plan, and normal lesson plan. The data is then analyzed using t-test.

The findings are as follows:

1. The students who have been taught by the Group Dynamics teaching method have
higher levels of kindness and justice than those who have been taught by a normal teaching
method. The significant difference is at the level of .01

2. The students’ levels of kindness and justice increase after the Dynamics Group
teaching method has been used. The significant difference is at the level of .01

3. The students’ levels of kindness and justice increase after the normal teaching

method has been used. The significant difference is at the level of .01



From the above findings, it is suggested that responsible academic personnel as well
as educational administrations improve the teaching activities by the Group Dynamics teaching
method, in order to favor the current curriculum, that training on the Group Dynamics teaching
method be organized, that prior to their teaching, the teachers familiarize themselves with their
students, and that projects on Group Dynamics activities organization be initiated as part of the

teaching.
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
