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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were to investigate and compare
the level of the primary school administrators' performance of the
community development roles in terms of educational, vocational and
economic, health-care and socio-cultural capacities in conjunction
with thier administrative tenure, residence, and type of school under
the Office of Provincial Primary Education in Nakhon Si Thammarat
Province. The subjects were 225 primary school administrators under
the Office of Nakhon Si Thammarat Provincial Primary Education in
Nakhon Si Thammarat Province in 1990. The instrument for data
collection was a questionnaire on community development roles as
perceived by the primary school administrators, comprising 3 parts:
Part I was a multiple choice questionnaire, Part II was a Likert-Scale
questionnaire on the degree of performance of the subjects' community
development roles, and Part III was a five open-ended questions for
the subjects' suggestions on the community development roles. The data
obtained were analyzed by means of the Statistical Package for the
Social Science (SPSS) for statistical values of percentage, mean,

standard deviation, and t-test.
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The findings of the study were as follows:

1. The subjects with less than a 6-year tenure and with a
6-year tenure and over were at a medium level in performing their
community development roles in terms of educational, vocational and
economic, health-care, and socio-cultural capacities. However, with
all four capacities of their community development roles compared,
there was no statistical difference in the level of the role
performance.

2. The subjects residing within the school district and
those residing outside the school district performed all 4 aspects of
their community development roles at a medium level. However, with
all four aspects of their community development roles compared, there
was no statistical difference in the level of the role performance.

3. The subjects working for the primary schools under the
community development education project and those working for the
primary schools outside the community development education project
performed their community development roles at a medium level in
educational, vocational and economic and health-care capacities.
However, for those working under the community development education
project, their role performance in socio-cultural capacities were at a
high level whereas those whose responsibilities were outside the
community development education project performed their roles at a
medium level. Nevertheless, with all four aspects of their community
development roles compared, there was a statistical difference in the
level of the role performance between the subjects residing within
and outside the community development education project at a .05 level

of the statistical significance.
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
