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An Experiment of the Pandindhum Pandintong Ideology
for Community Develeopment at Muban Pruvai,
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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to investigate
some developmental changes that contributed to the
development of mind and spirit, social, and economic
aspects of the village people in an experiment using
the ideology of Pandindhum Pandintong for community
development., The sampling subjects under study were 62
family heads in Muban Pruyai, Muban VI, Tambol kKhlongpon
Amphoe Khlongtom, Changwat Krabi during léﬂ?-l?gﬂ.

The instrument for data collection was a questionnaire
comprising 4 subparts: Subpart I consisted of the :
subjects’ socio-economic status (SES), subparts IT to IV
consisted of questions on the subjects’ mind-and-spirit,
social, and economic aspects for community development
respectively. Fn} data collection, interviews and obser-
vation checklist accompanied in the guestionnaire were

carried out in the field by well-trained research

assistants before and after the experiment scheme.
In the data analvysis, the scores obtained before and
after the experiment were analyzed by ithe t-tesi
procedure,

The major finding revealed that the village
people, after the experiment scheme, gained several
development changes at ,0005 level of significance as
follows : 1) in the mind-and-spirit development aspect
attributed to a) ethical activities, b} cultural
activites, ¢) development =spirit, and d) knowledge-
seeking spirit; 2) in the social development aspect
attributed to the promotion of basic democratic
principles; and 3) in the economic development aspect
attributed to a) support in their family and
b} support among families in the village.

This participatory action research helped the
villagers learn how to develop themselves and their
families including the development of the villaﬁe by
providing help among their families. Moreover, it
also fostered development workers' learning how to
develop the village togefher with the research procéss.
Finally, the findings of this re§earch might be
applicable to the development process of the other

villages as well.
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
