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District Health Supervisors' Attitudes towards Integrated,Provincial

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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were twofoid: (1) to determine
the relations of district heélth(supervisors' attitudes towards
integrated provincial health supervision (IPH) and the subjects'
demographic factors: age, monthly.family income, and educational
éttainment és well as factors of experience and knowledge: length

of office service (job tenure), supervisory training experience,

salary promotion, frequency of information acquisition and knowledge

~of health Supervision; and (2) to determine the differentiation of

‘

the level of the subjects' attitudes to IPHisupervision according to

the factors above-mentioned as independent variables. The subjects

under study were 135 district health supervisors in Changwat Surat

_Thani during the 1990-1991 fiscal year. The instrument for the data

collection Qés,a»questioqnairg comprising three parts:’Part one

consisted of 4-point multiple—choicevquestions concerning the.

respondents' knowledge of health supervision, part two conprised a

‘Likert rating-scale questionnaire on attitudes towards integrated

provintial health supervision, and part three asked an open-ended

question concerning the respondents' ideas of and suggestions for
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the improvement of the’integrated provincial health supervision.
In the data anaIYSis, the spatistical procedures employed were
percentage, arithmetic mean,'standard deviation, chi-square (x?),
contingency coefficient (C), a t-test, one-way ANOVA and Scheffe'
test for multiple variable comparisons.

The findings were the following:

1. The subjects' overall attitudes to IPH superQision'were
at high level.

2. The district health supervisors' demographic factors
of age,month;y‘family\income, educational attainment, length of
office service,isupervisory trainiﬁg experience, salary promotion,
and knowledge‘of health supervision\had no siénificani difference
on their attitudes to IPH supervision. Also, thére was no statisticél

relation between the district health supervisors' demographic
factors and their attitudes to IPH supervision.

3. The district health supervisors' frequency of information

'vauisition was significantly different at .01 level. Also, there

was a statistical relation between the information acquisition and
their attitudes to IPH supervision at .01 level.
4. More than half of the district health supervisors

indicated the IPH supefvisors' knowledge was at high level.  Most

of the district health supervisors disclosed that the IPH supervisors'

skill and supervision methods was at fair level.

5. Most subjects demanded that the Provincial Health Office
