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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to investigate the expected
and actual roles of the house-wife in improving of the household
environment which varied into 5 levels : (a) House cleaning activities
(b) Sewage disposal (c) Bathroom and lavatory maintenance (d) Water
procurement and management (e) Utensil maintenance. The subjects were
126 house-wife from Mootee 1, Ban Shalatonruk, Tumbol Nakhyaat, Amphuf
Khuankhanoon, Changwat Phatalung. The instruments were a questionnaire
consisting of 50 items concerning the expected and actual roles of the
house-wife in improving of the household environment. Each subject
received and answered only one test. The scores of testing were analyzed

by the ANOVA for 2x2 repeated measures on the roles (expected x actual).

The research results were as follows, :
1. The house-wives had higher scores on the expected role than

the actual role. (P = 0.0001)

2. The younger house-wives had highér scores on the expected
and actual role than the older house-wives in Sewage diposal (P = 0.04)

3. The more educated house-wives had higher scores on the
expected and actual role than the less educated house-wives in a) House
cleaning activities (P = 0.05) b) Sewage disposal (P = 0.001) «c) Water
procurement and management. (P = 0.017) d) Utensil maintenance (P = 0.009)

4. The high income house-wifes had higher scores on the expected
“and actual role than the low income house-wives in a) House cleaning
activities (P = 0.0001) b) Bathroom and lavatory maintenance (P = 0.007)
c) Water procurement and management. (P = 0.048)

5. The club membered house-wives had higher scores on the expected
and actual role than the non-club membered house-wives in a) House cleaning
activities (P = 0.0001) b) Sewage disposal (P = 0.003) c) Bathroom and
lavatory maintenance (P = 0.01!) d) Water procurement and management
(P = 0.0002) e) Utensil maintenance (P = 0.002)

6. There was an interaction effect between the expected and the

actual roles of the club-membered house-wives in Sewage disposal (P = 0.04)
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
