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Abstract

The objective of this study was to explore public opinions and their deciding
factors for, as well as associated problems in, participating in an environmental impact
assessment (EIA) process of the Thai-Malaysia gas separation plant project. The study
also attempted to suggest an appropriate model which the local community could follow
in participating in the EIA of large-scale public projects.

The samples used in the study were 201 heads of households, or
equivalents, selected from the general public residing within the village where the GSP
was likely to be tocated, and the adjacent village; as well as 25 key informants selected
from community leaders, religious leaders, government officials and local NGO workers.
The data were collected by interviewing household sampled population using self-
constructed questionnaires, as well as conducting in-depth interviews with selected key
informants. They were then analyzed by simple statistics including percentages,
averages, standard deviations and chi-squares.

The result revealed that most of the household samples and key informants
agreed that public should participate in the EIA process of the GSP. The former
contended that, since the project will be located within their community, thus likely to
affect them directly, they should thus be given an opportunity to participate in the EIA
process since the questionnaires survey stage. The public meetings should thereafter
be convened to disseminate the result of the study. The key informants feit that, since
the project will affect ways-of-life of the people in the vicinity, they should be well
informed about the project, be able to voice their opinions and exchange information

with the study team. Besides, the new Constitution stipulated that the public participate
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in protecting community environment. The public should thus be given opportunity to
participate in the EIA process since the planning stage of the study, review of the study,
as well as during the monitoring of the project operation.

N The study identified several problems which obstructed the public from
participating in the EIA process. Part of the public did not have correct knowledge and
understanding of public participation. A number of people had their ways-of-life affected
by nearby factories, thus had bad impression towards government's industrial
development. Some people were misinformed about the project development: hearing a
lot of "good” things from the proponent and all the “bad” things from the protesters.
Others contended that the public participation provided was not sufficient. Besides, the
timing of EIA public meeting schedules did not suit the community’s ways-of-life.

Analysis showed that perscnal factors influencing public decisions for
participating in the EIA process included education levels,membership of social groups,
past records of participation in social func.tions; and the significant supporting factor
was knowledge and understanding of the project, the EIA and the Constitution.

As for the appropriate model for the affected public to participate in the EIA
process, both groups of samples suggested that correct information be disseminated to
the public. Public meetings should be held to conveying information to the public and
listen to the public opinion about the EIA. The meeting should involve sufficiently large
number of people, and be held sufficiently frequently. They should be so scheduled that
they do not conflict with either working or religious activities. Several types of medias
should be employed for publicizing these meetings. Widely accepted community

leaders should be invited and asked to encourage people {0 join the meetings.
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
