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study title Comparative of teaching method by slide-tape

program and demonstration

Abs tract

The purpose qf this study was to compare effectiveness
of 2 types of intrapmuscular injection instructions, a sl#de—tape
program and demonstration. Sixty second year nursing
students of the faculty of Nursing, Prince of Songkla
University were r;ndomly selected to participate in this study.
They were divided into 2 groups of the same size, 30 of each.

The first group was instructed how to inject intramuscularly

by the use of a slide-tape program which was developed by the

investigators and demonstrated an effectiveness value of
91.90/96.11. The other was instructed through demonstrations.
Pre and post test were conducted in both groups. The subjects

were asked to perform injection after the endings of the
instructions. Their performances were evaluated by the
investigators using an intramuscular injection evaluation form.
The evaluation form was developed by the 1investigators and
had revealed 1its acceptable internal consistency, an alpha of
means, standard diviation, and t-test were used to analyse the

collected data from the two groups. It was found that

1. There was a significant difference at .01 level
between the means of the pre test and post test acored of the

students instructed by using the slide—-tape program.



2. There was a sgsignificant difference at .01 level
between the means of the pre tesat and post test scores of the
students insturcted through the demonstration.

3. There was a significant difference at .01 level
between the post test scores of students instructed through the
slide-tape program anq demonstrations, and

4. There was no significant difference at .01 level
between the intramuscular injection performance of the
students instructed through the slide-tape program and

demonstration.
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
